Citizen Guide to Request an Item
for Charlotte Harbor NEP Action

Contact the Charlotte Harbor NEP office at 239-995-1777, extension 235 or 240. Be able
to explain what you want the Charlotte Harbor NEP to do, why you want NEP
involvement, and necessary timing/deadlines. The NEP staff will let you know when the
next cycle of committee meetings are and what you need to do. They will let you know
past actions from the committees and the proper approach to advocate your position.

Demonstrate that you have taken your own actions to support your position. This may
include contacting other agencies, having a citizen group to which you are a member
write their own letters, or even legal action.

Attend one of the committee meetings and raise your issue under public comments for
consideration at the next cycle of the four committee meetings. You may also obtain a
conference member sponsor to request that the item be placed on the agenda for the next
Citizen Advisory Committee or Technical Advisory Committee meeting. Obtaining a
sponsor reduces the amount of time that will be necessary for the NEP to take action.

Understand that all four Charlotte Harbor NEP committees (Citizen Advisory, Technical
Advisory, Management, and Policy) must consider the action you propose before action is
taken. Either the Citizen or Technical Committee must recommend in favor of the
position before the item can advance to Management and Policy Committees. The Policy
Committee has the final word whether the action will be taken or not.

Assist the Charlotte Harbor NEP staff to draft the necessary packet information to the best
of your ability. The packet will include an executive summary, a motion for
consideration, and backup information. Your assistance may include providing a draft
executive summary, backup information, and requested motion. Complete information is
important, both in support and not in support of your position. The best available science
concerning your issue will be included.

Assist the Charlotte Harbor NEP staff to identify known opponents to your position.
Known opponents and their organizations should know about the item and be able to
contribute to the packet. They will be informed of past actions from the committees and
the proper approach to advocate their position.

You are not required to attend any of the committee meetings. In addition, your only
opportunity to speak to your item may be under public comments on agenda items.
However, we recommend that you attend and be prepared to speak to the issue and
answer guestions.

Mr. Nedza called the meeting to order at 10:05. Mr. Dave Hutchinson with the Southwest
Florida Regional Planning Council welcomed everyone and introduced himself.
Everyone in attendance then introduced themselves.

On behalf of the Membership Committee, Ms. Peterson reported that there is a quorum of
appointed members.

Mr. Daltry asked that an update on Caloosahatchee River Watershed Protection Plan be

added to the agenda
Ms. Highsmith moved, seconded by Ms. Rohrer, that the item be added to
the agenda after the consent agenda is considered. The motion carried
unanimously.

Mr. Daltry provided an overview. Comments are desired and due by October 31. The
plan is available on the SFWMD website at https://my.sfwmd.gov/northerneverglades.
Ms. Highsmith asked if he’s satisfied with the plan. Mr. Daltry replied that it doesn’t
include details of costs, responsibilities and when projects will be undertaken.

Agenda Item 4a: Nomination of Members

The Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) members represent public concerns and
transfer information back to their local communities, including distributing information
to the public. The CAC provides a mechanism for citizens to advise the CH NEP. The
committee works closely with staff to reinforce and maintain public support for the NEP,
develop public participation strategies, and provide input on public education programs.
Membership in the CAC is open to those interested in furthering the goals and objectives
of the CHNEP.

As of May 2007, members can be nominated for voting member status by any voting
member of the CAC. These nominations are then considered for appointment by the
Policy Committee at their quarterly meetings (March, May, August and November).
Voting members who have not attended CAC meetings during the previous 12 months
automatically lose their voting rights. Non-voting members can give input only during
the “public comment” segment of the CAC meetings.

At the May 19, 2008 meeting, the Policy Committee requested that an overview of
CHNEP and an application for CAC voting status be prepared and that additional
information about each nominated applicant be provided when they consider
appointments.

Applications are considered four times a year. Applicants are asked to submit
applications by February 1, April 1, July 1 and October 1 for the CAC to consider at their
next scheduled meeting. Since the last meeting, Mr. Pete Quasius submitted an
application for the CAC to consider.

Ms. Highsmith moved, seconded by Ms. Rohrer, that Pete Quasius be

nominated by the CAC for the Policy Committee’s consideration for
appointment. The motion carried unanimously.

CHNEP Citizens Advisory Committee -2- Draft Minutes of October 15, 2008 meeting
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Agenda Item 4b: Meeting tasks

The Citizens Advisory Committee of the Charlotte Harbor National Estuary Program has
met as often as monthly on the third Wednesday from 10:00 a.m. to noon. At the July
2008 meeting, the CAC moved to have four quarterly meetings to correspond to the other
committees of the Management Conference. Since the CAC had been meeting more
often, the timing of when several tasks will need to be addressed will have to be changed.

The CAC is expected to rotate the location of meetings throughout the seven counties that
participate in the CHNEP. The CAC bylaws require that the committee meets at least
four times a year. If the CAC needs to schedule a meeting other than on the third
Wednesday of a month it may do so by calling a “special” meeting per the bylaws, which
requires written notice 14 day prior to the meeting. The meeting history was provided in
the July 2008 meeting packet. Minutes of meetings held since 2000 are posted on the
website at wvw.CHNEP.org.

The CAC then considered re-aligning tasks as a result of the reduction in meetings held.

Ms. Rohrer asked that teleconferencing be available, especially for the July meeting. Ms.
Beever explained that members can provide comments that are then added to the meeting.
Ms. Hilgendorf asked if members would like to be polled on whether they would like to
participate via teleconferencing. After discussion, it was decided that members will be
polled to see if they anticipate participating electronically and that sites have electronic
capabilities for the next few meetings will be selected. Mr. Nedza asked that this offering
be provided for the next meeting. Director Beever asked that we consider this for the July
meeting. Ms. Rohrer asked that protocol be provided so there are rules on how to identify
and receive input from people on the phone. Mr. Katzaras offered the system that CF
Industries uses as did Mr. de Bruler. They both offered to prepare a report on the systems
they use.

Mr. Simmons explained that he believes the sites that might not have the technology are
the sites he wants CAC meetings to be held.

Agenda Item 4c: National Estuaries Days

Since 2000, CHNEP has celebrated National Estuaries Days by asking its partners to hold
events that help the public learn more about the natural environment and specifically
estuaries. Many partners have participated and the public has enjoyed these events.
(Details on each year’s offerings are posted on the website at wvw.CHNEP.org).

For 2009, CHNEP would like to de-emphasize National Estuaries Days because CHNEP
sponsors events throughout the year, the weather doesn’t often cooperate, it’s a difficult
time of the year for partners to offer events, others are now offering similar events
(“Ding” Darling Days, Blueways Festival, Watershed Awareness) and seasonal residents
have not yet returned. In its place,
CHNERP is developing a website database of events that all partners can
participate and the public can query to find, for example, outdoor adventures

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during the month of April in Sarasota County or any upcoming scientific
program.

Portions of each issue of Harbor Happenings would feature upcoming events and
encourage readers to visit the website for all listings.

Partners will be asked to issue proclamations of support for CHNEP -- not just a
few events that are held during the fall.

Ms. Rohrer expressed interest in holding an event on the actual day.

Ms. Miller moved, seconded by Ms. Peterson, to promote “estuary day every
day” events throughout the year, including in each issue of the newsletter,
and to refocus proclamations to cover the breadth of program. The motion
carried.

Mr. DeGennero asked if we’d ask them to continue promoting National Estuaries Days.
Ms. Hilgendorf said she’d rather people know about the program. Ms. Rader-Gibson
asked if the slogan “estuaries day, every day” be used. Mr. Simmons said he’s concerned
it will loose any ties with the national programs. Ms. Rader-Gibson said that this change
gives organizations more flexibility. Director Beever said that our outreach efforts are
well respected and well received.

The committee then discussed funding and whether the CHNEP will hold an event on the
last Saturday of September, which is when National Estuaries Day is observed.

Agenda Item 7b: Public Outreach Grants and Micro-Grants

Ms. Hilgendorf reported on the public outreach grants and micro-grants. Public outreach
grant applicants have been able to complete projects more quickly and now rarely require
an extension of time. As of October 1, 2008 with the start of a new fiscal year, only four
public outreach grants have not yet been completed and three of these are still within the
year-long contract! Project descriptions are posted on the website at www.CHNEP.org.

In 2008, the CAC passed a motion that micro-grants must be completed within the fiscal
year they are approved. This has made record-keeping much easier. A list of projects
completed is posted on the website at www.CHNEP.org.

This happened
in FY08 several times. For example, 9 micro-grants were awarded to teachers in Sarasota
County that would allow them to take students on a CHEC-led wading trip but the School
Board then prohibited this type of field trip.

Agenda Item 7c: Reservoir Workshop
Ms. Ott distributed a “straw” agenda she had developed based on the CAC Reservoir
Committee’s notes from the April meeting.

Director Beever said that at the in-stream flow council that represents environmental
interests, industry and regulators that included much discussion on reservoirs. They will
have contacts with good sources that should participate in the reservoir workshop.
There’s a reservoir partnership. They are developing a strategic plan.

Mr. Katzaras asked if they were a reputable organization. She said most identified
themselves as scientists, mostly academics.

Agenda Item 7d-h

Due to the time, the meeting packet included background material but no discussion
occurred regarding the children’s book, 2009 calendar, CHNEP strategic communication
plan, public issues and conflict management workshop and the tidal shoreline project
completed by PhotoScience.

Agenda Item 8: Presentation by the Peace River/Manasota Regional Water Supply
Authority

Ms. Hochula provided an update on the reservoir under construction. Powerpoint
presentations are posted on the website at www.CHNEP.org. The existing at-grade
reservoir is 85 acres of surface water and engineered-walled reservoir 2, that’s under
construction, is 1 square mile that’ll hold 6 billion gallons of water.

Additional treatment process facilities are also being built. 24 MGD expanded to 48
MGD treatment onsite.

She then presented an update on two pipelines that’ll cross the Myakka and Peace rivers.
At 11:55, Chair Nedza asked the committee if they’d like to continue the presentation

beyond the noon end time. By general agreement, it was decided that the presentation
should continue and members should leave as needed.

CHNEP Citizens Advisory Committee -5- Draft Minutes of October 15, 2008 meeting
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Mr. Coates presented and update on the feasibility study for new sites.

Ms. Highsmith asked about evapotranspiration in reservoirs with USGS experts who are
currently doing work. Mr. Coates said they are working with USGS but not on this topic.
Their experience is that the net loss is negligible.

Mr. Simmons asked who the regulatory agency that oversees water withdrawals is. Mr.
Coates said it is the Southwest Florida Water Management District.

Historically Florida population has been increasing so demand for water is increasing.
Water Planning Alliance, 13-groups, met and identified future supply opportunities in
2005. In 2006, the list was narrowed to six sites then to three with the expectation that the
Source Water Feasibility Study be completed in November 2008. For Myakka, there is
too much water withdrawn by agricultural concerns. Placing the site here would benefit
the environment. Dona and Roberts Bay watershed was 16 square miles but Cow Pen
Slough was created diverting water from Myakka River expanding the watershed to 75
square miles — so estuaries get 5-6 times more freshwater then it did naturally. Shell
Creek is a flashy system and a surface water supply could also benefit the environment.

Water will all have to be treated to remove salinity. Next phase will be to look at each
site more carefully. More focus has been placed on surface water since it is more
complicated — takes more land, involves more property owners, geohazards, etc.
3 sites in Shell/Prairie
3 1000-acre sites in Upper Myakka for 6 B gallon storage to yield 10-20 mgd;
area also has 10 mgd permitted groundwater use for agricultural, which is
transition to housing. Part of SWUCA where too many groundwater permits
granted. Environmental benefit would be removing excess water that’s flooding
Flatford Swamp now.
2 in Dona/Roberts Bay area.

Usually recover about 80% of water for drinking. For example, in 100 gallons, 80 would
be drinkable and 20 gallons would be byproduct.

Ms. LaSalle asked if other types of water can be considered. For example, gray water
used for lawn irrigation. Mr. Coates said that it falls under the jurisdiction of local
governments.

Questions were asked throughout the presentations.

The FDEP Charlotte Harbor Aquatic Preserves submitted this report, which was produced as part of a
FY08 workplan project. The purpose of the project is to provide a visually aesthetic written summary of
the Charlotte Harbor Estuaries Volunteer Water Quality Monitoring Network (CHEVWQMN) results in a
format easily understood by the public, summarized by watershed.

The project implements the following CCMP Priority Actions:
WQ-B: Identify gaps in water quality data needed to calibrate the appropriate models used to
assess impairments... coordinate monitoring programs and implement programs to fill data gaps
for impairment assessments...

LEUCAS FINAL REPORT

Dr. James Gelsleichter provided the CHNEP Program Office with the final report for the “Evaluating the
Risks that Pharmaceutical-Related Pollutants Pose to Caloosahatchee River Wildlife: Observations on the
Bull Shark, Carcharhinus leucas” project. The project is an FY07 Research and Restoration Partners
grant and implements the following CCMP Priority Actions:
WQ-B: Identify gaps in water quality data needed to calibrate appropriate models used to assess
impairments... Coordinate monitoring programs and implement programs to fill data gaps for
impairment assessments...
WQ-E: Implement project to restore or protect water quality to offset anthropogenic impacts.
FW-E: Assess the impacts of canal and lake management activities on fish and wildlife.
FW-F: Restore and protect a balance of native plant and animal communities.

The following background information is provided from the project Scope of Work: The purpose of the
study is to assess the ecological risks of pharmaceutical-related compounds in the Caloosahatchee River
by examining the presence and concentrations of 12 widely prescribed drugs in surface waters of the
river. The study also evaluates if wildlife populations in the river are threatened by these potentially
hazardous compounds by examining expose to an accumulation of pharmaceuticals in juvenile bull sharks
(Carcharhinus leucas), an abundant and ecologically important resident of this river. The compounds
examined include active components of human contraceptives, lipid-lowering drugs, anti-inflammatory
agents, antidepressants, sexual function aids, and anti-psychotics. The new information regarding the
presence of potentially hazardous pharmaceuticals in the Caloosahatchee River fills gaps in water quality
data needed to determine Total Maximum Daily Load levels for these poorly studied compounds.
Because these compounds are derived from point source discharges, this study provides new data on the
ecological impacts of wastewater treatment facilities in the Caloosahatchee River. The study provides a
foundation for management decisions regarding pharmaceuticals, thus assisting with restoration of
ecological function and fish and wildlife habitat loss in areas with high levels of contamination from these
pollutants. The results from this study will be communicated to the general public to promote general
awareness and education on this emerging water quality issue.

The final report was reviewed by the CHNEP program scientist and found to be complete, consistent with
the project Scope of Work and useful to support implementation of the CCMP and fill environmental
indicator gaps.

The National Estuary Program was established in 1987 by an amendment to the Clean Water Act to identify,
restore and protect estuaries along the coasts of the United States. In 1995, Governor Lawton Chiles submitted
an application to designate the estuarine system around Charlotte Harbor. The application was accepted by
Congress and the Charlotte Harbor National Estuary Program was created (CHNEP). There are now 28
“estuaries of national significance” within the National Estuary Program.

In 1996, a decision-making team of local citizens, elected officials, resource managers and resource users,
known as the Management Conference, set to work to develop a 20-year Comprehensive Conservation and
Management Plan (CCMP) that identifies the region’s common priority environment issues and actions needed
to solve them. The region of concern includes the Myakka, Peace and tidal Caloosahatchee river watersheds as
you can’t protect the water unless you protect the land that drains into it. The CCMP was accepted in 2001 then
updated and accepted again in 2008. The four problems throughout the region that impact the health of the
estuaries are stewardship gaps, fish and wildlife habitat loss, water quality degradation and hydrologic
alterations.

The program Management Conference is composed of the Management, Policy, Technical Advisory and
Citizens Advisory Committees and the Program Office. Each committee serves a specialized role in supporting
the program goals and objectives.

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7c. CHNEP RESERVOIR WORKSHOP

The CHNEP is hosting a two to three day technical workshop to discuss and gain a better understanding
of the benefits and impacts of reservoirs within the greater Charlotte Harbor watershed. The workshop
will be held April 13-14 and possibly 15 in Punta Gorda at the Charlotte County Event and Conference
Center. There will be no registration fee for the workshop, but we are asking participants to register by
March 13, 2009. The purpose of the Reservoir Workshop is to provide a forum for the exchange of
technical information between scientists and citizens about the location, design, benefits and impacts of
existing and proposed reservoirs on freshwater, estuarine and groundwater water quality, hydrology and
habitats in the CHNEP watershed. The workshop implements the CHNEP Comprehensive Conservation
and Management Plan (CCMP) 2008 Update Priority Action:

HA-K: Identify the hydrologic and environmental benefits and impacts of surface waters on

estuaries within the CHNEP watershed.

Workshop Goals include:
Clarify understanding of what reservoirs are and how they are designed and managed.
Compile locations of existing and proposed reservoirs throughout the watershed.
Exchange technical information on the potential benefits and impacts of reservoirs.
Exchange technical information on alternative reservoir management and designs.
Summarize existing policy, planning and regulatory considerations of reservoirs.
Discuss options to enhance consistency of reservoirs with CHNEP CCMP.

Workshop Format includes: background materials to review before attending the workshop, a pre-
workshop survey, technical presentations and posters, and a variety of facilitated, interactive activities to
allow for exchange of information, ideas, questions and answers between the workshop participants.

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7G. CHNEP STRATEGIC COMMUNICATION PLAN

In 2006, CHNEP received $15,000 from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency to develop a
strategic communication plan to develop a strategic multi-year communication plan for
communicating with, education and engaging the public that accounts for the unique
characteristics, structure and goals of the CHNEP. This plan is to supplement the program’s
Comprehensive Conservation and Management Plan.

The Plan will include assessments, inventories and process development to position the CHNEP
to be able to evaluate current and future projects to reach identified target audiences using the
method and message that best fits each circumstance. It will incorporate social marketing
concepts as research has found that information campaigns may enhance knowledge or alter
attitudes but they don’t necessarily change behavior. Social marketing involves identifying
barriers to sustainable behavior, designing a strategy, piloting the strategy and evaluating the
impact once it has been implemented across a community. The plan may include but is not
limited to image/branding and materials development, outreach, education, community
involvement, media relations, marketing and behavior change endeavors.

A request for proposals was released with three companies responding. One was selected but the
contract was then cancelled because deadlines weren’t met and it became clear that the product
that company planned to produce wouldn’t be to the level anticipated.
CHNEP staff are currently working with others to further develop this plan. It is anticipated that
the history of the CHNEP public information and education projects will be incorporated in an
appendix.

Charlotte Harbor National Estuary Program

In 1995, Congress recognized the greater Charlotte Harbor estuarine system as an “estuary of
national significance,” creating what is known as the Charlotte Harbor National Estuary
Program. In 1996, the CHNEP Management Conference was created to include Policy,
Management, Technical Advisory and Citizen Advisory committees as well as the Program
Office. The CAC represent public concerns and transfer information back to their local
communities, including distributing information to the public. The Citizens Advisory Committee
held its first meeting on April 15, 1997 and continues to meet several times a year.

For the first several years the Management Conference was dedicated to developing a
Comprehensive Conservation and Management Plan (CCMP), a 20-year plan that identifies the
common problems found throughout the seven counties that participate in the CHNEP and
actions to solve them. In 2001, when the CCMP was accepted by the Management Conference,
the state of Florida and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, it marked the beginning of
action to protect and restore the estuary and its watershed. An update of the CCMP was initiated
in 2005 and accepted by the Management Conference, the state of Florida and the U.S. EPA in
2008.

Guiding outreach principles

Increase awareness and understanding of the natural environment of southwest Florida
and increase awareness and appreciation of CHNEP.

Further partnerships with those who are helping to protect the environment. CHNEP
seeks to identify ways to support its partners. Examples of support include grants,
professional development opportunities and supporting umbrella organizations such as
the Peace River Environmental Education Network (PREEN) and the Myakka River
Management Coordinating Council.

Fill in the gaps to successfully fulfill the CCMP. Examples of how this has been done
include coordinating Florida-friendly programs for residents of Hardee and DeSoto
counties and coordinating the Charlotte Harbor Nature Festival, which is a regional event
held in Charlotte County. CHNEP does not try to compete with the good works of its
partners.

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7H. PEACE RIVER ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION NETWORK (PREEN)

The Peace River Environmental Education Network (PREEN) is a partnership of businesses,
government agencies, educators, citizens, and nonprofit organizations who have joined together
as an information sharing network to forge cooperation and foster relationships regarding the
environmental integrity of the Peace River watershed.

PREEN’s mission is to create and sustain collaborative educational processes that will contribute
to awareness of and concern about the environmental integrity of the Peace River watershed to
develop knowledge, skills, attitudes, motivation, and commitment so that individuals and groups
will work collectively toward solutions to current environmental problems and for the prevention
of new ones.

In 1999, Charlotte Harbor National Estuary Program (CHNEP) awarded a grant to Charlotte
Harbor Education Center (CHEC) to complete a study of eight municipalities within three
counties in the upper Peace River valley. Information was gathered and reviewed and
recommendations for public environmental education outreach strategies were developed and
published, including potential partnerships and funding sources. In 2000, the Southwest Florida
Water Management District (SWFWMD) provided initial funding for CHEC to develop a
network of partners. CHNEP continued this financial support. These three organizations have
been foundational in the development of PREEN and continue to be valuable partners for a
variety of environmental education efforts. On October 5, 2006, PREEN hosted a conference
Keeping the Peace: Translating Management Plans into Action, sponsored by CHNEP.

Participation in PREEN will:
Help maintain a key networking strategy that will enable a flow of information between
PREEN partners as well as other interested persons.
Keep you informed of a variety of issues, events, programs, and environmental education
sites in the Peace River Watershed.
Allow you to meet and help solicit participation from citizens; environmental educators;
state, county, and local agency representatives as well as industry representatives.
Help maintain a voice for the environment including the link between economic
sustainability and environmental integrity.

PREEN has met as often as quarterly. The next meeting is now being planned at the Polk Nature
Discovery Center to include a behind-the-scenes tour and history behind the creation of the
center. The meeting will include a presentation by an expert on a topic of interest to the members
and for member sharing.

The project, awarded to Janicki Environmental, is an FY09 Workplan project and implements the
following CCMP Priority Actions:

The project provides technically defensible quantitative habitat restoration and protection targets for the
CHNEP based on seagrass water clarity needs. A similar approach is being used to develop seagrass
targets in the Tampa and Sarasota Bay Estuary Programs. This project utilizes seagrass and water quality
analysis methodologies which are consistent with those used in Tampa and Sarasota Bays and builds on a
previously developed CHNEP optical model. The project compliments the FY08 Workplan project
“Comparison of CHEVWQMN, CCHMN and Seagrass Monitoring Programs, with Estuary Region
Specific Optical and Habitat Suitability Models: 2001-2007” project by FDEP Charlotte Harbor Aquatic
Preserves and the FYQ9 “Spectral and Epiphyte Attenuation Enhancement of Charlotte Harbor Optical
Model” project by Mote. Assessing the existing segmentation schemes used in different monitoring
programs within the CHNEP is 1 task within the project Scope of Work.

Summary of Water Quality and Seagrass Segmentation Scheme Assessment

The Charlotte Harbor National Estuary Program (CHNEP) is in the process of developing
criteria to evaluate the extent of seagrass in estuarine waters as one indicator of estuarine health.
These seagrass “targets” are being developed to meet objectives set forth in the CHNEP
Comprehensive Conservation and Management Plan (CCMP) to ‘maintain and restore native
submerged aquatic vegetation at a total extent and quality no less than caused by natural
variation’. Therefore, the targets represent management level indicators to track seagrass extent
through time to evaluate the effectiveness of management actions in the watershed to minimize
watershed impacts on estuarine seagrasses. Seagrasses are known to be primarily limited by the
quantity and quality of light available for photosynthesis so water clarity targets are also being
developed to monitor a significant factor in determining the health and productivity of seagrasses
in Charlotte Harbor and associated estuarine waters.

The Charlotte Harbor estuary is expansive and encompasses a variety of estuarine habitats with a
gradient in water quality from the highly colored tidal Peace River to Pine Island Sound which is
influenced largely by the coastal ocean waters of the Gulf of Mexico. As part of a larger scope,
Janicki Environmental, Inc. was tasked to review the current segmentation schemes used in the
CHNEP study area and recommend a segmentation scheme to use for developing water clarity
and seagrass targets. Four segmentation schemes are currently used for management related
reporting in the CHNEP estuarine study area including:

Coastal Charlotte Harbor Water Quality Monitoring Network segmentation scheme
Water Management District seagrass segmentation scheme

Charlotte Harbor Aquatic Preserve boundaries

Florida Department of Environmental Protection Waterbody Identifiers

A meeting was conducted on January 22" 2009 to discuss these segmentation schemes and
receive input from local scientists on the development of a segmentation scheme to use for
reporting on water clarity and seagrass targets. A brief review of the segmentation schemes was
given to the meeting members and a discussion followed. The initial discussion focused on the
objectives of each segmentation scheme, how they are used for reporting and resource
management purposes, and the need for consensus on a segmentation scheme to use for the
development of CHNEP segment specific seagrass and water quality targets. The discussion
covered the following topics:

Connectedness to watersheds

Hydrologic effects on water quality (e.g. gyres, passes, etc.)

Implications of changing segmentation on current CCHMN sampling design
Representativeness of the WQ sampling program for evaluating effects on seagrass
Recognition that segmentation is a balance of many considerations

Segments need not necessarily be identical for all research related activities

The outcome of the meeting was that the current CCHMN segmentation scheme was decided to
be generally acceptable for development of seagrass and water quality targets; however, analysis
